Help Your Kids To Save

Helping your children
learn how to save is one
of the most important "life
skills" you can teach
them. It will teach them
about math and money,
about being independent,
and about being goal-
oriented. Here are some
tips to show them how to
save and to encourage
them to save.

* Open a
account for them at
Generations Credit
Union.
